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Ministry of Education Goals

LEGISLATION FOR STUDENT SUCCESS - LEARNING TO 18 (Dec. 2005)

This legislation, if passed, would:

· Mandate the government's comprehensive student success programs be made available by all school boards.

· Increase the school leaving age to 18 or until graduation by keeping students learning either in classrooms or at other approved learning programs.

· Improve enforcement policies with more effective and practical measures tied to students' driver's licences.

· Create hard links between high schools and postsecondary destinations  to allow external learning to be recognized for high school credits

Note: Phase 3 expands co-operative education programs, recognizes dual-credits between high schools and postsecondary destinations, and creates a Specialist High-Skills Major within the high school diploma.
Four Pillars: Literacy, Numeracy, Program Pathways, Community Culture and Caring.

  LEGISLATION TO BOOST STUDENT PERFORMANCE (March 2, 2006)
This bill, if passed, would provide the legal support needed to enable provincial

education goals:

Improved Student Performance:

· Ability to set clear provincial education outcomes for the first time and the ability for the ministry to require school boards to meet those outcomes. 

· Formal on-the-job learning, including mentors, as the second step in new teachers' professional development. 

· Teacher performance appraisals that support genuine teacher development.

· Ability to add additional professional activity days for teacher training.

· Authorizing e-learning as a recognized instructional method

School/College/Work Initiative – Phase 9 RFP

· To build and sustain on-going relationships between the college system and the secondary system -- High priority. 

· To support cooperative initiatives involving secondary school teachers and college faculty.

· To keep all students engaged in learning to age 18 or graduation. 

· To help adolescent students succeed academically and be prepared for their chosen post-secondary destination.

· To support clearer pathways to college programs for a broad range of secondary school students, including the disengaged and struggling, and early school leavers. 

· To improve student achievement, reduce the drop out rate, increase the graduation rate and ensure that every student has a good outcome from public education. 

· To increase the awareness of Grade 7 to 12 students, parents, teachers and administrators of college opportunities.

· To improve secondary school retention and graduation rates.

· To increase the knowledge and understanding of college faculty regarding the secondary school program

· To increase college application and participation rates.

· To involve all colleges and all district school boards. 

Phase 9 Priorities - Activities and projects relating to:

· Curriculum Alignment and Student Pathways 

· Teacher Preparation, Teacher Staff Development or Teacher Internship Programs

· Promotion and Marketing of College Programs

Areas of Emphasis for Phase 9 (2005-2006)

The two areas of emphasis for major projects will be:

(A) Replication of exemplary SCWI projects developed through previous phases:

(B) Innovative pilot projects to assist secondary students’ entry into college through the offering of advanced standing*, dual programs*, and/or dual credit courses (team-taught by secondary and college teachers) for the broad range of students, including disengaged and struggling students and early school leavers, with the potential to succeed in one, two and three year college programs. 

CGTAT Objectives - Phase 9 Proposal

Objective 1 - Consult with senior staff members (at the President, Director, Vice President, Dean, Superintendent level) or their designate from each of the colleges and district school boards.

Objective 2 - Set priorities, outline expected outcomes, plan the overall direction, and evaluate the success of Major Projects, Regional Forums and local projects.

Objective 3 - Ensure that employer/business/industry/education representatives are brought in as appropriate to assist and advise on specific Connecting GTA Teachers' initiatives.

Objective 4 - Consult with each member district school board and college and with other stakeholders as appropriate to determine issues and needs.

Objective 5 - Review other SCWI projects and consider their local implementation as part of Connecting GTA Teachers initiatives.

Objective 5 - Oversee, support and monitor the implementation of Major Projects, Regional Forums and local projects.

Objective 7 - Plan and implement communications strategies regarding Connecting GTA Teachers' projects and initiatives, to share the results of our work with other SCWI planning teams as well as to promote the message of School/College/Work in general.

Objective 8 - Plan and monitor the Connecting GTA Teachers' budget.

Objective 9 - Contract coordinators/facilitators for specific CGTAT initiatives and/or overall project needs.
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
