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COLLEGE MATHEMATICS PROJECT 2008


Invitation for Proposals to Present at GTA CMP Forum:

The College Math Project (CMP) 2008 Forum will be held on Friday, October 24, 2008 at Seneca’s King Campus. 

The deliberative forum is an integral aspect of the CMP. Forum members, representatives of colleges, schools and educational government panels discuss research findings, share best practices and report on initiatives undertaken to support student success and on ways in which the recommendations from previous CMP studies are being implemented. 

This year we are inviting each college and each board to submit a “Best Practices Poster Session” or report which highlights a project that is aligned with the goals of CMP. We have attached a template that will enable us to post these best practices on our CMP website so that all members of the community can benefit from one another’s learning.  Poster sessions will be held during breaks and lunch so that Forum members can engage the lead for the college or board in a discussion regarding their project/practice.

As part of the day’s agenda, we have allocated approximately one hour to showcase selected best practices as time does not allow for all seven GTA colleges and the 15 partner boards to present in one hour.

To this end we are requesting proposals from colleges, boards or colleges and boards jointly to present during the “showcase” session. Presentations are to be 10 minutes in length with an additional 5 minutes for questions.
Priority for presentation at the Forum will be given to:

Projects/initiatives that demonstrate direct linkage to the goals of the CMP:

· To analyse the mathematics achievement of first-semester college students, particularly in relation to their secondary school mathematics backgrounds;

· To deliberate with members of both college and school communities about ways to increase student success in college mathematics.
