	This project involves a cohort of 16 high school students selected by Lester B. Pearson C. I. to attend a program housed at Centennial College’s Progress Campus. Students involved typically are "disengaged" for reasons other than academic or behaviour, e.g. family financial problems. 

The students are working on a mix of credit recovery and Grade 12 English and Math courses to earn at least 3 credits each semester towards completion of their OSSD, and take as a fourth credit, a Centennial College general education course, GNED 190 – Growing Up Digital – Living and Working in Canada, that counts as a dual credit. 
The students attend school in a four-period day format from 9:00 am – 3:00 pm from Monday to Friday, under the instruction of a secondary school teacher hired for this program by TSDB. Twice weekly, on Tuesdays and Thursdays, they receive their dual credit instruction from 1:00 – 3:00 pm for 12 weeks , from a team of two Centennial College part time faculty members.
