With the growth of the School College Work Initiative, the earlier RFP process and the natural gap between plans and final outcomes, there continues to be a strong need for a degree of flexibility regarding the approved contracts with Regional Planning Teams. Throughout the past year the use of the Contract Change Form has helped to facilitate these changes. However, the administration of the change process necessitates some modifications for the coming year, 2010-2011.
1. Please note that at this time there is no new funding available for 2010-2011. As in the past, however, RPTs may request approval to transfer funding from one approved dual credit program to another, from one approved activity to another or from one approved forum to another. Funds may not be moved across the categories nor may funds be transferred from one year to the next. 
2. In addition to the Contract Change Form, RPTs are asked to forward their original funding approvals spreadsheet with the proposed changes added and highlighted. (Please leave the original row and insert a new row below it with the proposed changes in place.) On the Contract Change Form be sure to include the SCWI numbers for the approved activity, forum or dual credit program.
3. In order to increase consistency and timeliness of responses, for 2010-2011 all Contract Change requests will be considered according to the following schedule:

4. In order to minimize the frequency of necessary system updates, the above schedule will also be applied in processing new course code requests. Such requests should be sent to David Armstrong. Be sure to include the college course title, the college course code and the number of hours of instruction in the case of college courses. In the case of Level 1 apprenticeship programs, please include the name of the program, the TCU code, and the number of hours of instruction. 
5. From the February letter to RPT Chairs you will recall the following points which will apply to change requests as well:

The following additional funding requests were generally not approved, since 
these are included in the benchmarks:  
·        Additional student materials: memory stick, textbooks

·        Student recreation fees

·        Student transition supports

·        Student admin fee 

·        Certifications  

·        Tracking/ Monitoring/Reporting

·        Planning

·        Project coordination

·        Night school principal: $200 per student  

·        Developing online versions of existing college courses

·        Completing gap analysis in team taught

·        Travel for dual credit teacher


Also note that for college-delivered courses beyond 45 hours: 

·        no additional funding 

·        credit value does not increase beyond 1.0

For college delivered course with fewer than 45 hours

·        Funding is pro-rated   

·        .50 credit course:  50% of benchmark

·        .25 credit course: 25% of benchmark
