Purpose: 

· to provide support for Student Success Teams in the identification and selection of appropriate candidates who are “disengaged and underachieving, with the potential to succeed”
· to capture more detail on the profile of participants in dual credit programs 

· to facilitate tracking and target setting to ensure that participants are from the primary target group

Next Steps:

1. Draft criteria will be shared with SCWI Co-Management Team for input and approval

2. Draft criteria will be shared with Regional Planning Team chairs in face to face visits in the fall. 

3. Criteria will be further refined based on feedback from visits

4. Final version will be shared with RPT chairs and SSLs

5. Final version will be used by all RPTs beginning in 2010-2011

Disengaged

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 numerous absences

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 has already or is at risk of dropping out

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 out of school but reluctant to return to secondary school for non-academic reasons

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 lack of involvement/engagement in school or community activities

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 sees little connection between secondary school program and preferred future

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 lacks confidence in ability to succeed
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 unsure of pathway beyond secondary school

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 in need of career clarification

Underachieving 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 under-credited: off-track to graduate in 4/5 years
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 overage for grade level 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 was making progress but progress has slowed

	Potential to succeed: Evidence

Individual students identified by school student success teacher/team as having the potential to benefit from and succeed in this program. 

Evidence may be based on involvement in activities outside school setting.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Completed most if not all compulsory credits (e.g. senior English, senior math) or eligible for SWAC program which will allow student to meet these requirements

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Graduation within reach in one year(e.g. 22 or more credits)

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Issues that were previously preventing success have been/are being addressed.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Interest in / Commitment to / readiness for this program

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Motivated to improve skills and work habits

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Some evidence of independent learning skills  

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Appropriate maturity level

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 For “retrieved” students, progress in courses/program semester one   will enable starting dual credit program semester two
For college dual credit courses

 some success in “C” courses
