SCWI RFP 2011-14 REQUIREMENTS 

Regional Planning Teams will comply with the requirements detailed in this document and in Dual Credit Policy and Implementation October 2010 in the development of their requests for proposals and in the implementation of SCWI approved activities, forums and Dual Credit programs.
1.  Areas of Emphasis for SCWI Activities and Dual Credit Programs in 2011-14
The SCWI Request for Proposals 2011-14 includes streamlined application forms for Regional Planning Teams, Dual Credit Programs and Activities/Forums.  Interim funding benchmarks are being introduced for Activities/Forums (Appendix C). Funding benchmarks are again being provided for Dual Credit programs (Appendix B).    
2.  Dual Credit Programs
Who is eligible to earn Dual Credits?

Only students in Dual Credit programs approved and funded through SCWI will be eligible to earn Dual Credits that count towards the requirements of the Ontario Secondary School Diploma, as well as towards the relevant college or apprenticeship credential.

Which students may be selected for inclusion in Dual Credit programs?

Dual Credit Programs are intended to assist secondary students in the completion of their Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD) and their successful transition to college and apprenticeship programs.  Students may be selected for inclusion in Dual Credit programs from the following categories: 
· The primary focus continues to be on those students facing the biggest challenges in graduating. This includes disengaged and underachieving students with the potential to succeed but who are at risk of not graduating from high school, and students who have left high school before graduating.  
· Students in approved Specialist High Skills Majors (SHSM) that include a college-delivered course may benefit from access to Dual Credit learning opportunities in college courses and apprenticeship programs related to their majors. Funding for SHSM dual credit programs will be allocated according to the appropriate dual credit course benchmark. This funding will be used for the development, delivery and coordination of the dual credit course and may not be used to cover the cost of certifications or for materials and safety equipment not required for the particular course. 
· Students enrolled in college-delivered Ontario Youth Apprenticeship Programs and Level 1 apprenticeship programs may also earn dual credits.

Guidelines for Developing Dual Credit Program Proposals

· A secondary Dual Credit teacher will be assigned to provide support to secondary school students in all college-delivered dual credit courses.    
· For level 1 apprenticeship courses:

· It is expected that each RPT will propose and deliver at least one Level 1 in-school apprenticeship course.
· For projects involving Level 1 apprenticeship in-school training with MTCU seat purchase, the partnerships will include boards, colleges and MTCU Field Offices.

· For Level 1 in-school apprenticeship training at a site not approved by the Ministry of Training, Colleges and Universities (MTCU), the MTCU-approved college training delivery agent must attest to the appropriateness of the boards’ facilities, resources, curriculum and instructor using (Appendix D)   
· Without College Attestation and Oversight, the Level 1 apprenticeship students training at a site not approved by MTCU will be required to pass the Exemption Test for the trade.
· Regional Planning Team Chairs will provide confirmation of approval from the MTCU Field Office for each Dual Credit program involving MTCU seat purchase for Level 1 in-school apprenticeship training and will use the revised SCWI Dual Credits 2011-12 MTCU Seat Purchase Approvals Form (Appendix D) to document the approvals.
Proposal Requirements for Dual Credit Programs

Using the appropriate forms appended to this RFP:

· Indicate approval of the Regional Planning Team.

· Provide evidence of a signed protocol between all French-language and appropriate English-language colleges if students from a French-language board are participating in Dual Credit programs at an English-language college.

· Complete a separate application form for each Dual Credit Program paying particular attention to the proposed number of students for 2011-12.  
· Provide a projection of student numbers for Dual Credit programs in 2012-13 and 2013-14.  
Funding for approved programs will be determined using the attached benchmarks.

3. Activities/Forums

· Activities and forums have been combined into one application form. When we refer to activities in this document it includes forums. Complete a separate “Application Form 2 – Activities/Forums” for each proposed Activity/Forum. 
· Interim benchmarks have been developed for some activities and forums. These will be reviewed at the end of the year. (Appendix C) 

· As in the past, it is expected that each RPT will deliver at least 3 activities/forums involving secondary school teachers and college staff. The funding for these will no longer be part of the RPT funds. 

· Since advanced standing activities cannot be clearly tied to our target groups and since the extent to which these agreements actually result in advanced standing being granted, funding will no longer be provided for the development of advanced standing agreements.  

· Overall provincial funding for activities and forums will remain at the level of 2010-11.  
4.  Regional Planning Teams (RPTs): Composition and Responsibilities
Sixteen RPTs currently operate throughout the province. Funding for all activities, Dual Credit programs and forums will flow through these RPTs to the various partner organizations. A formal contract letter will be forwarded to each RPT chair for his/her signature after agreements have been reached.  The contract letter will outline the requirement for performance measurement reports by established due dates (including RPT reports on activities, in addition to Dual Credit program data and expenditure reports).
The RPT is responsible for the overall coordination of approved activities and Dual Credit programs, based on the requirements stated in this document.  

Performance Measurement
The release of the 2011-12, 2012-13 and 2013-14 allocations will be conditional upon the submission and approval of SMART Goals, Interim Reports, and the year-end data and expenditure reports.  

RPTs will be eligible for funding of approximately $70,000.00 to cover:

· program/activity coordination, 
· meetings
· carrying out project strategies to meet approved objectives
· representation at technical briefings and working meetings
· presentations at SCWI Symposia
· report writing
Expenditure Review
As has been the case in the past, actual expenditures for approved projects will be reviewed. RPTs should retain complete records and receipts for seven years to confirm the amounts reported.  
5.  Submission of Proposals and Deadlines

Proposals are to be submitted as follows:
